Navigation view

The navigation view is the main screen of ZENEC that shows the planned route on a map.
ZENEC works with digital maps which are not simply the computerised versions of
traditional paper maps. Similarly to paper road maps, the 2D mode of digital maps shows
you streets and roads. Elevation is also illustrated in colour.
